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Action plans facilitate and ensure the realization of the tasks that an organization has. Without
an action plan, the work tends to be in disarray and uncoordinated. It is hard to know who was
supposed to do what and when it was supposed to be done. Sometimes things do not get done
and nobody notices it until it is too late. The action plan acts as the hands that lead to an
effective and efficient realization. It will answer the following questions: What needs to be done?
How will it be done? Who will do it? When does it have to be done? What resources are needed
for it to be done?
